Intermediate Sakai: Basic Competencies

This document describes the basic competencies that are covered in the Intermediate Sakai workshop,
which are essential for instructors who teach online and hybrid courses (and useful for those who teach
face-to-face classes as well).

o Submit a file in Assignments as a student
o Set up an Assignment to collect files from students (enabling Turnitin for plagiarism-
checking, if desired)
O Tests & Quizzes:
o Take an online Test or Quiz as a student
o Create and publish an online Test or Quiz
